1. Parents are important stake-holders and advoaatdisef candidates. Parents need to be
informed at every stage of the application proeessoutcome of application (one copy sent to
parent by HKEAA).

2. The general impression for application for accomatioths for SLD is that there are many
traps in the process: If you get rejection, yoewftlo not know what you have gone wrong!
Hence we suggest that all reasons for rejectian (eports not up to professional standard/ not
properly done, wrong/ missed documents, mandatsgssments/ tests not done) need to be
specified, so that appropriate remedial actiorossfble. The appeal process and deadline
should be included in the rejection letter. Theetiframe (e.g. allowing time for missed
documents) should be reasonable.

3. The application process for accommodation needbe taser-friendly:
